The need for community centers is growing
with the increasing digitalization of society.
The existence of the Internet means that
shopping and accessing services require
less effort while communication is becoming
increasingly virtual - confronting people with
the problem of global dissociation. It is time
for architects and urban planners to rethink
ways and places for city-dwellers to meet,
_socialize, and communicate.

In Europe community centers or so-called
‘houses of culture’ are currently growing in
number. They contain a range of functions such
as a library, meeting facilities, cafés, exhibition
spaces, sports facilities, etc. Sometimes
community centers may occupy the same space
as shops and services. In certain Scandinavian
countries the focus is on libraries as the core
of the community center. This is due to the
traditional role of libraries as communicators of
culture, history, and identity in a broad sense
(see p. XXX) Libraries are places you go to read
the daily newspaper, magazines, and books, and
to find a certain book, or many different books
on an unfamiliar subject that is of interest. And,
of course, the modern library can also be a
place where you meet and speak to new people.
Libraries may be seen as central places of
development for informal learning where people
have a chance to make surprise discoveries. In
this sense they function as an important part of
how ideas occur and spread in societies. They are
part of the everyday food chain of creativity.

As a place for life-long learning, libraries
usually have sequences of rooms where reading
rooms proper and rooms for various activities
are found alongside cafes, exhibition areas,
conference halls, and so on. As you move
through the library, you are not acquiring merely
new experiences, but also receiving a powerful
stimulus which encourages human contact.

With a library as its core and with sequences
of different kinds of room, the community center
may be seen as a city within a city. The latter
should also contain inspiring sequences of urban
spaces, where community centers, shops and
service functions on the ground level create life,
experience, and meeting places. ® .
