How to design cities for people? It's one of
the most pressing issues for 21st century
architects and urban planners. Moreover,

this question is asked with reference to both
newly created urban territories, as well as to
existing cities that are experiencing a wave of
renovation. Here | would like to emphasize a
few key points.

First of all, regardless of the age of the area
that we are talking about, the focus must be on
public space: new parts of the city should be buil
on a human scale and be created with respect fo
the history of the place and the building tradition:
of the past. In the clder urban areas, itis
important to protect and reuse significant histori
buildings which form the authentic character of
the urban environn_gent and for local residents
evoke a sense of belanging to their native city
as well as being sightseeing spots that attract
tourists. New urban areas are best developed
as an extension of the existing city, to provide
an instant connection between old and new
buildings, with cohesive streets and urban space
as we know them from the classic European
city. The open ends of the existing city can be
transformed into new enclosed and protected
urban space and become a meeting place for old
and new architecture.

The best model for developing cities for
people are 4—6 story structures because
they form clearly defined and intuitively
comprehensible urban space. Such development
also creates protected sunny green courtyards,
which are very inviting for families with children.
And public ground floors and direct access from
stairway entrances to the street is the best
shield against having residential complexes
turn into closed enclaves or gated communities,
fenced off from the world by gates. Hammerby
Sjostadt in Stockholm (see p. 35) and Nordhavn
in Copenhagen are fine examples of new city
extensions.

The greatest potential for densification is in
areas that ring the core city, where new, delicatel
incorporated buildings can give urban space
a more humane dimension and provide a real
variety of functions.

In other words, the key concepts of
tomorrow’s urbanism are human scale, diversity
of city life, safety and identity. ®
